Created in 1911 by Gaston Gallimard, Gallimard
is an independent literary publishing house
that is now directed by Antoine Gallimard,
the founder’s grandson. Its catalogue features
over 40,000 titles in literature and non-fiction,
organized into numerous imprints and
collections.
